Sponsor Services
The Toshiba Classic offers the most comprehensive client services in golf. With numerous 
enthusiastic committees and beautiful and convenient amenities at Newport Beach Country 
Club, we are certain to meet your every need.

Hospitality Liaison
The Toshiba Classic realizes that special circumstances arise throughout the tournament. 
Our Hospitality Committee, chaired by Jackie Bouchey, will be available during your hours of 
operation to help you throughout the day and to provide a conduit to all of the tournament 
services offered. Jackie and her committee will be available on site during the entire 
tournament, but please call her or the tournament management staff ahead of time if you 
anticipate utilizing any of our services, or if you believe you will need additional assistance.

Security/Credential Verification
A critical function at the event will be security for private hospitality areas. Professional 
security will be provided for each hospitality area. Security will screen all entrants to ensure 
that only your invited and credentialed guests are permitted access to your hospitality area. 
Each guest will need to present a valid ticket before gaining entry to hospitality areas. A 
wristband will be given to them. Both the valid ticket and wristband are required for re-entry.

This service will be provided from 9:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. Friday through Sunday. If your 
company has planned to utilize your hospitality earlier in the week, the tournament will 
provide volunteer security. Please communicate your intention to do so no later than February 
1 so that we can have adequate time to schedule volunteers.

We understand that in special cases you may wish for a guest to have access, even though 
they have not received the proper credentials from you. Therefore, we request that your 
company have a “host” at all operational times so that your representative can be contacted 
by our volunteer. You will need to provide a proper credential at this time to allow the guest 
access. This will alleviate any problems and embarrassing situations for you.

On the following page you will find an operational check list. Please complete this form as 
quickly as possible so that the committee can schedule volunteers adequately. The deadline 
for returning this form is February 19, 2010.

Course Services/Shipping and Storage
Course Services is chaired by Carolyn & Dale Herzog. All tournament deliveries both 
prior to and during the tournament will be accepted by and stored at the Course Services 
Headquarters. All valuables will be stored in a trailer and locked. However, the Toshiba 
Classic is not responsible for lost or stolen items. If you are having any products shipped to 
the tournament, they will be available at the Course Services Headquarters, located in our 
operations lot. Please make sure to have all packages clearly marked with your company 
name. If you would like to store products, gifts, etc. in the Course Services trailer, our 
committee will be available to move your product to and from your company’s hospitality 
area each day. 

Shipments should be sent to: Toshiba Classic, c/o Newport Beach Country Club, 1600 E. 
Coast Highway, Newport Beach, CA 92660, Attn: Gordon Hanscom. All shipments should 
arrive at the Tournament between February 22 - 27.

Additional Ticket Purchases
Often times, hospitality sponsors find the need to purchase extra tickets during the course 
of the tournament. Our hospitality committee will facilitate extra ticket purchases with 
tournament management. All tickets purchased at the gate Friday through Sunday are $25. 
However, our hospitality sponsors will be permitted to purchase extra tickets at the pre-
tournament price of $20.

Will Call (Located on Back Bay Drive, just north of PCH off Jamboree)
Many times during the course of a tournament, unanticipated guests request passes be left 
for them. Accommodating these requests is possible with the proper mechanism for delivery, 
and the Toshiba Classic’s Will Call is the perfect solution. Credentials may be left for guests 
within 30 minutes of the request. Again, our Hospitality Committee will be happy to deliver 
credentials to our Will Call location. 

It is important to note, however, that there are TWO Will Call locations to leave tickets. 

1.	Will Call is located at the corner of Jamboree Road and Back Bay Drive. This is a good 
location to use when leaving a VIP parking pass.

2.	You may also leave credentials at the main admission gate if you are only leaving tickets.

Be sure to inform your guest where you will be leaving their tickets. Signage leading to the 
tournament include directions to off-site Will Call. So, if you wish to leave tickets at the main 
gate, be sure to stipulate that with your guest.

Our committee will deliver any credential package to the off-site Will Call or to the 
admission gate within 30 minutes of the request.

Corporate Host Tent
Rather than leaving tickets at Will Call or sending tickets out in advance, many sponsors 
wish to have a more personal touch. The Corporate Host Tent, located in the admission 
area, will be available to any sponsor who wishes to station a host at the entrance to the 
tournament to meet and greet guests, hand out tickets, provide information, etc. This tent 
may be helpful for registration for any special seminars, meetings, etc., on site. Phones will 
be available. In addition, with notification to the Tournament by February 17, your company 
will be included on the sign at the tent.

Tournament Credentials and Parking

Credentials at the Toshiba Classic
Any-One-Day Ticket 
This ticket is good for access to the grounds of the tournament only on any one day of choice, 
Monday through Sunday.

Daily Ticket
This ticket is good for access to the grounds of the tournament only on the specified date on 
the ticket.

Clubhouse Badge
This badge is good for access to the grounds and the clubhouse at Newport Beach Country 
Club for the entire week of the tournament, Monday through Sunday. (Exception: On 
Monday, Wednesday and Thursday, Clubhouse Badges do not provide access to clubhouse 
dining, which is reserved for pro-am and professional hospitality only.)

Sponsor Badge
This badge is good for access to the grounds and clubhouse at Newport Beach Country Club 
for the entire week of the tournament, Monday through Sunday. (Exception: On Monday, 
Wednesday and Thursday, sponsor badges do not provide access to the clubhouse dining, 
which is reserved for pro-am and professional hospitality only.)

In addition, this sponsor badge will provide the bearer access into the restricted operations 
lot area on the northwest side of the clubhouse parking area. This is where tournament 
headquarters, course services, pro-am headquarters, corporate merchandise and other 
offices are located.

Corporate Stickers 
Corporate hospitality stickers with each respective sponsor’s name are affixed to the DAILY 
HANG TICKETS ONLY. This sticker will signify to our security that the ticket bearer may 
have access into the respective corporate hospitality venue. The location noted on the sticker 
corresponds to the course maps. Additional stickers are not provided.

PLEASE NOTE
Pavilion Club table sponsors may purchase up to two (2) additional passes for each day, 
Friday, Saturday and Sunday for $125 per pass. Please contact the Tournament Office at 
949/660-1001 to purchase. 

Parking Vouchers at the Toshiba Classic
All parking vouchers at the Toshiba Classic are daily. Access into the credentialed lots (A 
and B) will be provided only with the appropriate parking voucher. Parking vouchers must 
remain visible while the vehicle is parked.

A Lot – A Lot vouchers provide access into the clubhouse parking lot.

B Lot – B Lot vouchers provide access into the corporate office parking lot, located adjacent 
to Newport Beach Country Club (see map). This lot is available on Saturday and Sunday only.

D Lot – The tournament will be providing sponsors with a limited number of 
complimentary parking vouchers to Lot D, located at the Newport Dunes on Back Bay Drive. 
Entrance to Lot D will require a parking voucher. Please remember to provide your guests 
with a voucher in their package, otherwise they will be charged a $10 fee per vehicle.
